
Rules of Conduct for the Bay Minette Public Library

· Everyone is welcome at the library.

· Employees are not expected to take verbal abuse from anyone. Noisy or disruptive behavior is prohibited. Any verbal abuse or threatening gestures whether toward staff or library/computer users will not be tolerated.

· Foul language in the library will not be tolerated.

· No smoking, tobacco, food and/or drinks are allowed in the library.

· Library users are prohibited from non-public areas.

· All library materials must be checked out before leaving the building.

· Reference materials may not be removed from the library.

· You must have a library card to access computers. Out of town visitors may present a valid driver’s license instead. To access a computer, you must sign in at the circulation desk using your complete name, library card number and sign-in and sign-out times.
· Children under the age of 18 must have a library card in order to use the patron computers.
· All children 11 year old and younger must be accompanied by a responsible adult at all times, for all activities including computer use.

· Ten computers are for patron use. The two computers at the front of the computer station are for book searches and computer reservations, respectively.
· No computer chat rooms for children under the age of 18. Violators will have their computer privileges suspended.
· Only one person per computer. No loitering behind occupied computers. Failure to comply with oral warning against loitering behind occupied computers will result in loss of computer privileges for the day.

· Library materials or facilities are not to be used in any manner that could result in damage of those materials or facilities.

· Library materials may not be taken into the restroom.

· Restrooms are to be used for their obvious purposes only.
· All library materials must be checked out before leaving the building.

· Library users must be fully clothed, including shirt and shoes.

· No weapons of any kind are permitted in or around the library.

· Anyone who steals or vandalizes library property may be prosecuted.

· Children under the age of 14 are not permitted upstairs unless accompanied by a responsible adult.

· Safety regulations regarding the use of elevators must be observed.

· No running in the library.

· Any illegal act or conduct in violation of state, federal or local law, ordinance or regulation is not permitted.

· Children 10 years old and younger must be accompanied to the restroom by an adult. 

Failure to abide by these rules may result in suspension of library privileges. Repeated or severe violations may result in revocation of library privileges.
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
